Community Parking Policies & Procedures

Vehicle Registration
a) We ask all Unit owners to register their vehicles with Management. This means providing us with the make, model, color and license plate of your vehicles. 
b) Please be advised that Unit Owners are the registrants. It is the Unit Owners ultimate responsibility to manage their tenants. Please contact your tenants to acquire this information. 

State Law

All persons (residents – unit owners and tenants) must comply with Connecticut State Laws, Department of Motor Vehicle regulations, and applicable local ordinances, on the roads, drives and property. This means that your vehicle must be registered with the CT Department of Motor vehicle and properly insured. 
No Parking Zones
A fine will be issued and the vehicle is subject to towing whenever a vehicle is in violation of parking in any of the following areas:

a) Fire Hydrants: Any vehicle parked in front of hydrant zone.
b) Lawns: Vehicles may not be parked on any lawn unless authorized to do so.

c) Reserved parking: parking in another tenants/unit owners reserved space.

d) Inoperative Motor Vehicles: Should a vehicle become inoperative, it is the owner’s responsibility to notify the management company. Failure to do so may cause the owner to be responsible for fines or towing fees.
Towing
Charges resulting there from towing will be affixed to the unit owner’s account. If the vehicle of a tenant is towed, the costs associated with the towing will be affixed to the unit owner’s account. 
Plowing Policy & Procedures
Arrival & During Storm
Weather Conditions: The plowing contractor will first arrive on location once the lot has received a minimum accumulation of 2” to 3” and will return to the complex every 2” to 3” thereafter. 

First Pass: 2” to 3” MINIMUM ACCUMULATION.
Subsequent Passes: Every 2” to 3” inches accumulated thereafter. 

Plow Responsibility: Until the storm dissipates, the plowing operator’s primary responsibility is to clear the entry/exit points and the main traffic route running through the center of the complex.
* Please be advised that while the storm is “in progress” the plow operators will not clear parking spaces *
Upon Storm Completion: Trip 1 – Space Cleaning
Upon storm end, the complex lot will be cleared during two (2) separate plowing sessions. Trip 1 will take place within 2 to 3 hours of a storms completion. 
Please Note: If a storm ends in the early morning hours – anytime after 4AM it is likely that the plow operators will consolidate the two sessions into one starting at approximately 7:30AM to 8AM when residents are preparing to leave for work. 

1. Please be advised that the plow operators have been told NOT to bounce around from section to section. This creates confusion and increases the chances of the operator missing spots. Do not ask an operator to stop what they are doing to come and assist you. They are to focus on each section until it is complete and only then move on to the next section.
2. Upon arrival Plow Operators are asked to honk their horns to announce their arrival. The Association has requested that the Operators lay on their horns often and indiscriminately so that residents have no doubt about the plows presence. 
3. WHEN YOU HEAR THE PLOW HORN – PLEASE MOVE YOUR CAR!!! Your cooperation will assist the plowing contractors to provide a cleaner, safer parking lot for everyone. Your cooperation is critical to our success.
4. YOUR AREA CAN ONLY BE CLEANED WITH THE COOPERATION OF YOUR NEIGHBOR. If you move your car and your neighbors do not, then the plow cannot access your parking space. The plow needs a minimum of 2 empty spaces – preferably 3 – in order to clear (or back-blade) snow and get into individual spots. Please talk to your neighbors. Oronoke Woods is a community. Therefore we need everyone’s help. PLEASE MOVE YOU CAR WHEN THE PLOW IS CLEANING YOUR SECTION. If you can’t, ask a friend or neighbor to do it for you. If someone is not moving their car – knock on their door – you’ll be doing them a favor. Maybe they didn’t hear the plow. A simple knock and reminder to move their care will be much appreciated when they have a clean parking space. 
5. Towing- If you do not move your car or your car is inoperable at the time of a snow storm, the Association will tow your vehicle at your expense. 
Trip 2 – Second Round of Space Cleaning

Trip 2 will take place the next morning (the morning after) between the hours of 8:30AM and 10AM. This time was chosen for the reason that most people will have already left for work, thus leaving the lot as empty as possible. In addition, most residents will have woken and can move their vehicles without too much inconvenience. 

Please be advised that the procedures presented in Trip 1 and 2 are the same.

PLOW TIME: Please be advised that the residents must operate on the plow operators schedule and not vice versa. The plows will not sit around and wait for you to move your car. If you have not moved your vehicle by the completion of the 2nd session of snow removal (Trip 2) then your space will remain “as is”. The plows will not return after the 2nd session.

General Information
1. Be advised that if your vehicle becomes an obstacle to the snow plows or never is moved in a section where all the other neighbors move their vehicles - Management will tow your car at your expense.

2. If there’s a problem, PLEASE call us within 12 to 24 hours upon storm completion so we can address what was missed immediately. When the plows are still operating it is much easier to fix a problem. 

3. If your parking space wasn’t cleaned, due to the fact that the plow couldn’t fit between your neighbors cars, try calling your neighbor or knocking on their door as asking them to move their car. By talking to your neighbors we may all get better results during times when we need their help.

Absentee Owners: Please send this information to your tenants! Unit Owners are subject to fines when tenants do not comply. 
Fine Assessment & Payment

All parking violations are assessed a $25.00 fine for each violation. Unregistered Owners/Vehicles are subject to a fine of up to $25 per day. Payments for parking violations or towing must be paid to:

Appeals

Anyone who has received a parking citation who believes is unwarranted, may appeal the citation. Appeals against any citation issued must be filed within 15 work days from the date the citation was issued. Appeals must be filed on a special form and faxed to 860-274-5572 Propertyworx. Failure to file a formal appeal within the prescribed 15 day time limit forfeits the right to appeal.
